Des de I'any 2003 és
Doctor Europeu en Historia amb Premi Extraordinari per la Universitat
de Mdurcia. Ha completat la seua formacié amb estades predoctorals i
postdoctorals en diferents centres d'investigacido estrangers
(Université Lumiere-Lyon 2, Universitat de la Republica Oriental de
I'Uruguai, Escola Espanyola d'Historia i Arqueologia del CSIC a Roma,
Universitat de Gant, Universita degli Studi di Siena, Universidade
Nova de Lisboa i Université Paris 1 Panthéon Sorbonne). Des d'abril
del 2011 és professor Titular d'Historia Medieval en el Departament
de Prehistoria, Argueologia, Historia Antiga, Historia Medieval i CC i
TT HH de la Universitat de Mdurcia.

Té reconeguts quatre quinquennis docents i dos sexennis
d'investigacio nacionals. Ha dirigit 3 Tesis Doctorals i 22 Treballs de Fi
de Master. Ha participat en 14 projectes d'investigacid financats en
convocatories de concurréncia publica competitiva i sigut Investigador
Principal d'un projecte subvencionat del Pla Nacional de R+D+1I, de 3
projectes del Pla Regional de la CARM (Fundacid Seneca) i de 2
projectes del Pla propi de la Universitat de Murcia. A més, ha dirigit 7
contractes d'investigacio, rebent en 2018 i 2019 el Premi a la
Transferencia del Coneixement de la Universitat de Mdudrcia. Ha
publicat més d'un centenar de treballs de recerca, incloent-hi 14
monografies. En 2007 va obtindre el Premi Raoul Duseigneur de la
Académie dones Inscriptions et Belles-Lettres de Franca per la seua
obra Cataleg d'Antiguitats Medievals de la Reial Academia de la
Historia (Madrid, 2006).

The Jean-Marie Pesez Conferences on Medieval Rural Archaeology)
des de 2007 fins a 2018. Es avaluador d'una vintena de revistes
cientifiques nacionals i internacionals i pertany a 5 Consells Editorials.
Ha sigut comissari de 6 exposicions temporals. Ha participat com a
técnic arqueodleg en 29 campanyes d'excavacions arqueologiques en
diferents jaciments d'Espanya i I'estranger (Portugal, Franca, Bélgica,
Irlanda, I'Uruguai, el Pert, RepuUblica Arab Siriana i Jordania) i ha
dirigit 25 campanyes arqueologiques en jaciments medievals del Sud-
est peninsular. Va ser secretari del Departament de Prehistoria,
Arqueologia, Historia Antiga, Historia Medieval i Ciencies i Técniques
Historiografiques de la Universitat de Mdurcia entre 2007 i 2011. En
I'actualitat és Coordinador en la Universitat de Mdrcia del Master
Interuniversitari en linia en Identitat Europea Medieval (Univ. de
Lleida, Autonoma de Barcelona, Girona, Mdurcia i Rovira i Virgili de
Tarragona).

Graduate in Geography and History, specialising in Medieval History
and Ancient History and Archaeology, in 2000 he was awarded the
First Extraordinary National Prize for the End of University Education
by the Ministry of Education and Culture. Since 2003, he has held the
European Doctorate in History with Extraordinary Prize from the
University of Murcia. He has completed his training with pre-doctoral
and post-doctoral stays in different foreign research centres
(Université Lumiere-Lyon 2, University of the Eastern Republic of
Uruguay, Spanish School of History and Archaeology of the CSIC in
Rome, University of Ghent, Universita degli Studi di Siena,
Universidade Nova de Lisboa and Université Paris 1 Panthéon
Sorbonne). Since April 2011, he is Professor of Medieval History in
the Department of Prehistory, Archaeology, Ancient History, Medieval
History and CC and TT HH at the University of Murcia.

He has been awarded four five-year teaching periods and two six-
year national research periods. He has supervised 3 Doctoral Theses
and 22 Master's Thesis. He has participated in 14 research projects
financed in competitive public calls and has been Principal



Investigator of a project subsidised by the National R&D&I Plan, 3
projects of the CARM Regional Plan (Seneca Foundation) and 2
projects of the University of Murcia's own Plan. In addition, he has
directed 7 research contracts, receiving in 2018 and 2019 the
Knowledge Transfer Award of the University of Murcia. He has
published more than a hundred research papers, including 14
monographs. In 2007 he was awarded the Raoul Duseigneur Prize by
the Académie des Inscriptions et Belles-Lettres of France for his work
Catdlogo de Antigiiedades Medievales de la Real Academia de la
Historia (Madrid, 2006).

His initial research focused on the analysis of the social organisation
of the frontier territory during the late medieval centuries, with
special attention to fortified settlements. Subsequently, he oriented
his work towards the analysis of the Andalusian rural space, paying
special attention to agricultural archaeology and, within it, to the
study of collective granaries. In recent years he has maintained these
orientations, to which he has added two new lines of research centred
on the archaeology of the Jewish minority in the Iberian Peninsula
and on the transformations produced in the southeast of Al-Andalus
in the 12th and 13th centuries.

As an expression of this research trend, he is currently directing the
scientific project that has been initiated in the archaeological site of
San Esteban (Murcia) and is Principal Investigator of the project The
origins of the Italian presence in Murcia (12th to 15th centuries)
(Regional Plan, Seneca Foundation, 2019-2022).

He belongs to different national and international research networks.
He has been National Delegate for Spain in Ruralia (The Ruralia
Comitee: The Jean-Marie Pesez Conferences on Medieval Rural
Archaeology) from 2007 to 2018. He is a reviewer of some twenty
national and international scientific journals and is a member of 5
Editorial Boards. He has curated 6 temporary exhibitions. He has
participated as an archaeological technician in 29 archaeological
excavation campaigns in different sites in Spain and abroad
(Portugal, France, Belgium, Ireland, Uruguay, Peru, Syrian Arab
Republic and Jordan) and has directed 25 archaeological campaigns
in medieval sites in the Southeast of the Iberian Peninsula. He was
Secretary of the Department of Prehistory, Archaeology, Ancient
History, Medieval History and Historiographic Sciences and
Techniques at the University of Murcia between 2007 and 2011. He is
currently Coordinator at the University of Murcia of the on-line
Interuniversity Master in Medieval European Identity (Univ. of Lleida,
Auténoma de Barcelona, Girona, Murcia and Rovira i Virgili de
Tarragona).
